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The Columbus Safety Collective Campaign reached a historic agreement with the Columbus
City Council and Mayor’s Office to compromise on a collaborative charter amendment petition
advancing public safety.” The Community Crisis Response Amendment will reduce the over-
reliance on law enforcement for crisis response needs, save lives, and enhance trust in our city
programs. This proposal will be on Columbus’ May 2026 primary election ballot.
